Theme verse: James 1:2-8  My brethren, count it all joy when ye fall into divers 
temptations; 3 Knowing [this], that the trying of your faith worketh patience. 4 But let 
patience have [her] perfect work, that ye may be perfect and entire, wanting nothing.  
5 If any of you lack wisdom, let him ask of God, that giveth to all [men] liberally, and 
upbraids not; and it shall be given him. 6 But let him ask in faith, nothing wavering. 
For he that wavers is like a wave of the sea driven with the wind and tossed. 7 For let 
not that man think that he shall receive any thing of the Lord. 8 A double minded man 
[is] unstable in all his ways. 
 
A. Every situation is an opportunity to think extraordinarily. 

1. A trial is designed to add something to you, not take something away.  James 1:4 
2. It is impossible to receive when your mind is not renewed in that situation.  

What is the thought Jesus has about it?    Eph 4:23; 2 Pet 1:4 
3. Jesus said what He heard the Father say, and did what He saw the Father do.  

The Holy Spirit helps us to find that out.    John 5:19; 1 Cor 2:9-10 
4. Every situation is an opportunity to engage the mind of Christ and step off in
