Part 1 
A. Seek First the Kingdom of God at 6:33. 

1. Matt 6:33 says, But seek First the Kingdom of God and His righteousness, 
and all these things shall be added to you. 
a. Can you get up earlier to seek the Kingdom of God and to pray? 

(preferably pray for at least an hour) 
b. Most people work 9:00 a.m. until 5:00 p.m. Can you join us to be a 

Hearer and Doer (HD) of Matthew 6:33 by praying daily at 6:33 a.m.? 
c. ABC 6:33 – Also at 6:33 a.m., in your time zone, wherever you live, 

we are Assembling the Body of Christ spiritually, knowing that we are all  
supporting each other with daily prayer.  

2. Be a Hearer and Doer of a secret charitable deed.  Matt 6:1-4 
3. Pray in a secret, private place.     Matt 6:5-6 
4. Pray without vain repetitions by using affirmations.  Matt 6:7 
5. Pray The Model Prayer/The Lord’s Prayer.   Matt 6:8-13 
6. Pray to forgive from your heart and removes blockages. Matt 6:14-15 
7. Prayer and Fasting in secret brings Godly rewards.  Matt 6:16-18 
8. Lay up treasures in Heaven.      Matt 6:19-20 
9. For where your treasure is, there your heart will be also. Matt 6:21 

10. Be full of the light of God.      Matt 6:22-23 
11. Only serve God, not riches (mammon).    Matt 6:24 
12. Have faith and do not worry by seeking first the   Matt 6:25-34

Part 2 
B. Why Seek Ye First the Kingdom of God at 6:33? 

1. Ye/you should FIRST seek the Kingdom of God above all else. 
a. Strong’s Concordance G2212 = “Seek” in the Greek is “Zeteo” means “to find 

(literally or figuratively”; to worship God: (go) about, desire, endeavor, enquire 
(for), require, demand.” 

b. Strong’s Concordance G4412 = “FIRST” in the Greek is “Proton” means 
“Firstly (in time, place, order, or importance): before, at the beginning, chiefly,  
first (of all).” 

c. Strong’s Concordance G5023 = “Things” in the Greek is “Tauta” means “These 
things, afterward, follow.” 

d. Strong’s Concordance G4369 = “Added” means “Give more, increase.” 
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e. Heb 10:25 (AMPC)  Not forsaking or neglecting to assemble together 

[as believers], as is the habit of some people, but admonishing (warning, 
urging, and encouraging) one another, and all the more faithfully as you see 
the day approaching. 

2. Why be a Hearer and Doer of a secret charitable deed? Matt 6:4; Ja 1:22 
a. Matt 6:4  So that your Father who sees in secret will Himself reward you openly. 
b. In addition, while praying for others at 6:33, the Holy Spirit may lead you to give 

charity to someone else in need as He will lead you to have compassion on the 
person(s) and/or volunteer to help your church to show your gratitude to God 
since they minister to you and help you with prayer support and ministry needs. 

3. Pray for others in a private place is doing a charitable deed. 
a. What do you pray when you are assembling with the Body of Christ 

spiritually at 6:33? 
• Make every effort to get up earlier to spend more time with God. 
• Example:  Set your alarm to get up at 6:15 a.m. or 6:30 a.m. to have time to 

wash your face and brush your teeth to feel more awake and presentable to  
be before our God and King. 

• It’s recommended you say your Morning Prayer. 
• It’s recommended when another alarm sounds punctually at 6:33 a.m.,  

be ready to say: “Good morning Heavenly Father, Good morning Jesus, and  
Good morning Holy Spirit; and what would you like me to do today?!” 

• It’s recommended you then tell God, “I love You, I praise You, I worship You,  
and I thank You for all you’ve done for me.” 

• Consider singing 1-2 anointed worship songs to the Lord. 
• Do a Mini-Scenario and pray in Tongues. 
• Pray for ABC Church, pastors, leaders, members, and our families: 

pray for healing and continued health, being debt free, protection, and 
prosperity. 

• Pray for all 6:33ers that the Holy Spirit helps each one to meet our goals and  
needs. 

• On the days that you are very challenged to be tired, the Holy Spirit may 
have you stay up for a very short while; and let you go back to sleep. 

• You will ramp up to be able to stay awake for a few minutes or for as long as 
the Holy Spirit leads you to, depending on how much time you need to get 
ready for your day so you can be on time for your other commitments. 

• Goal: Pray for an hour earlier than your normal time by going to sleep earlier. 
• Expect to overcome your challenges and see victories happen quicker!
