2.  Stop saying, “Higher level, bigger devil.” 

a. Don’t be afraid that you can’t go to a higher level because 
there may be a bigger devil or a bigger challenge there. 

3. Bigger devil, higher level. 
a. If there’s a bigger devil or challenge, then God will teach you 

to get to a higher level in the Kingdom of God to overcome it. 
b. I am the Lord your God, who teaches you to profit, Is 48:17   

who leads you by the way you should go. 
c. The Holy Spirit will teach you all things.    John 14:26   

4. The devil may be the temporary god of this tiny planet Col 1:9-15 
called earth, but God is the Creator of all things including the universe! 

5. Through Jesus, we have been given dominion    
and authority. 
a. Jesus said, “All authority has been given to Me in Matt 28:18 

heaven and on earth.” 
b. Behold, I give you the authority to trample on  Luke 10:19 

serpents and scorpions, and over all the power of the 
enemy, and nothing shall by any means hurt you.

5 For we do not preach ourselves, but Christ Jesus the Lord.

which are not seen. For the things which are seen are temporary, but  
the things which are not seen are eternal.

1. For whatever is born of God overcomes the world.   1 John 5:4

2. You are a co-heir with Christ Jesus and will rule   Rom 8:17   

and reign with Him. 
3. If we endure, we shall also reign with Him. If we  2 Tim 2:12   

deny Him, He also will deny us.

a. Focus on the good thoughts and not the bad ones.
