Overview: The overcomer must have heart of a conqueror. The conqueror in Christ knows who
he is in Christ and therefore knows he can do anything and overcome everything in complete
trust and confidence.

A. The Overcomer and the Conqueror
1. Overcome: Webster: 1. To conquer; to vanquish; to subdue; as, to overcome enemies in

battle. 2. To surmount; to get the better of; as, to overcome difficulties or obstacles.

2. Conquer: Webster: 1. To subdue; to reduce, by physical force, till resistance is no longer

made; to overcome; to vanquish. 2. To gain by force; to win; to take possession by
violent means; to gain dominion or sovereignty over, as the subduing of the power of an
enemy generally implies possession of the person or thing subdued by the conqueror. 4.
To overcome, as difficulties; to surmount, as obstacles; to subdue whatever opposes; as,
to conquer the passions; to conquer reluctance.
