A. Avoid the Appearance of Evil.

2) Now may the God of peace Himself sanctify you completely; and may your     Peter 3:10 

whole spirit, soul, and body be preserved blameless at the coming of our  
Lord Jesus Christ. 

3) But the day of the Lord will come as a thief in the night, in which the heavens  
will pass away with a great noise, and the elements will melt with fervent heat;  
both the earth and the works that are in it will be burned up. 

4) Make all decisions with Jesus in mind. (WWJD) 
 

B. Choose Life or Death.               Deut 30:18-19

Because you have  rejected     Hosea 4:6 
knowledge, I also will reject you from being priest for Me; Because you have 
forgotten the law of your God, I also will forget your children.

4) First sin committed by the devil and us is pride.
