1) Prophecy —to declare or speak a divine revelation. 1 Cor 12:10

b) Isadecree, declaration or forth-telling not by natural means. Gen. 20:7; 1 Cor 14:30,32

3) Interpretation of Tongues — spoken in a known language, 1Cor 14:2, 5, 6, 13, 26, 27, 28

as an explanation of the Diverse Kinds of Tongues.

1) The Gift of Faith —Isadivine increase of normal faith to a higher level | Cor 12:9; Acts 6:8
beyond human effort; it's afirm conviction of God’ s truth for a specific purpose, time, or place.
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2) TheWorking of Miracles— God' s dynamite power | Cor 12:10; Gal 3:5; Acts6:8
that is an intervention in the course of nature and a sign of supernatural authority.

a) Supernatural dynamic acceleration of normalcy. Matt 8:14-15

b) Supernatural dynamic manifestation which humans cannot create. Matt 1:23

The Discerning of Spirits— Divine revelation of discernment, | Cor 12:10
insight, understanding and perception which includes visualization.

a) Of when the Holy Spirit is moving. Acts 8:27-29; Acts 9:1-21
b) Of the activity of demons or angels of God. Acts 16:1-40
c) Of false doctrine (teaching), false prophets, and Acts5:1-16
