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Living in the More Than Enough 

 
 

Overview:  Just like you take your car to the mechanic for a check up to correct anything that’s wrong 
and maintain the car in good working order to perform at its maximum potential, let’s do a Check Up 
to see if you are living in the More Than Enough in the realm of the Kingdom of God. 
 
Don’t let the “Head-talkers” (demons who speak to you through thoughts in your head) convince you that 
a life of status quo with the attitude that “everything is okay the way it is” cause you to miss out on your 
inheritance in Christ Jesus.  As a Co-heir/Joint-Heir with Jesus, God wants you to have a super-abundant 
supply of everything in your life because He is the God of “more than enough” so don’t settle for “just 
enough”.  Living in the “Just Enough” isn’t God’s will for you.  As a King’s Kid, you are “Good enough” 
to reign over this earth as an Ambassador of Christ (2 Corinthians 5:20).    
 
 
A. Most People Ask God to Provide “Just Enough.” 

1) The Hebrews were given Manna daily.      Exodus 16:12-31   
2) Give us this day our daily bread.      Matt 6:11 (NKJV)  
3) Remove far from me falsehood and lies; give me neither poverty   Prov 30:8 

nor riches; feed me with the food that is needful/necessary/essential for me, 
4) All challenges are a Lie!  Don’t give into the illusion of your 5 senses. John 8:44(NKJV) 
5) Get rid of unbelief so that all things will be possible for you,   Mark 9:23-24 (NKJV) 

only if you believe in Jesus and the Word of God. 
 
B. God Wants You Living a Life of “More Than Enough.” 

1) Money is mentioned about 1,346 times in the bible. 
2) Jesus spoke about money more than any other subject. 
3) In the New Testament, money is mentioned more times than heaven and hell combined. 
4) No one can serve two masters: God or Money (Mammon).   Matt 6:24(AMP)  
5) Money isn’t evil; it’s the love of money that is a root of all evils.  1 Tim 6:9-11 (AMP) 
6) Show God you can be faithful in the little things.  Then He’ll  Luke 16:10-12(NKJV) 

entrust you with greater things. 
7) God watches to see if you are a good steward to prosper.   Matt 25:20-30  
8) With wealth comes responsibility.   
9) God wants us investing into the Kingdom of God and supporting our church. 
10) For where your treasure is, there your heart will be also.   Matt 6:21 (NKJV) 
11) God wants you to prosper and be fruitful.      Psalm 1:1-3 (NKJV) 
12) You will prosper when you meditate on the Word of God.   Joshua 1:8(NKJV) 
13) You will prosper if you obey God’s Word and do not fear.   1 Chron 22:13(NKJV) 
14) Seek first the Kingdom of God.       Matt 6:33(NKJV) 
15) You will prosper and be in health, even as your soul prospers.   3 John 1:2(NKJV) 
16) God wants you to have Superabundance or More Than Enough.  Eph 3:20 (AMP) 
17) God does not supply the needs of every Christian according to His   Phil 4:15-19 (KJV) 

Riches in glory in Christ Jesus.  This promise is not for every Christian.   
It’s only for the Christians who financially support the Minister or Pastor  
who feeds them the Word of God.  When we go to a restaurant we pay for  
the food there.  We don’t pay the restaurant across the street.    
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18) Tithing protects us and brings blessings. 

a) Tithe to your church.       Malachi 3:10(AMP) 
b) The devil wants to steal your blessing by compromising your tithe. John 10:10 (NKJV) 
c) As a Tither, as long as you seek the Lord, by inquiring of Him and 2 Chron 26:5(AMP) 

yearning for Him with all your heart, God will prosper you.  2 Chron 31:21 
d) Worship God with your Firstfruits or Tithes.     Deut 26:9-11 (AMP) 
e) Honor the Lord with your Firstfruits.     Prov 3:9-10(NKJV)  

19) And all these blessings shall come upon you and overtake you,   Deut 28:2(NKJV) 
because you obey the voice of the Lord your God: 

20) Repent of worry; and seek God’s Kingdom first.    Matt 6:31-33 
21) See yourself as a descendant of Abraham, an heir of the Covenant.   Acts 3:25(AMP) 
22) God teaches you to profit.       Isaiah 48:17 (NKJV) 
23) It is God who gives you power to get wealth.     Deut 8:18(NKJV) 
24) Give, and it will be given to you.      Luke 6:38(AMP) 
25) It’s so important that God reveals to you that you are an heir of God Rom 8:17, Gal 3:29,  

and a Joint-Heir with Christ that God mentions it 5 times. Eph 3:6, Gal 4:7, Rom 8:17(NKJV) 
26) Generosity brings prosperity, especially in an economic drought.  Prov 11:24-25(NKJV)  
27) God provide you with more than enough of every kind of grace.  2 Cor 9:8(CEB) 
 

D. As a King’s Kid, you are “Good Enough.” 
1) You are an Ambassador of Christ.      2 Cor 5:20(NKJV) 
2) God has made you a king (of a royal race) and a priest to our God.  Rev 5:10 (NKJV,AMP) 

And you shall reign on the earth. 
3) Jesus is the King of Kings to those who are called, chosen and faithful. Rev 17:14(NKJV) 
4) Renew your mind to see how much you have already been transformed. Rom 12:2(AMP) 

a) Metamorphoō  ( Strong’s Concordance G3339) = to change into another  
form, to transform, to transfigure. literally or figuratively, "metamorphose" 

b) You can shine with the light of Jesus.     Matt 17:2 (KJV)  
c) You are changing from glory to glory.     2 Cor 3:18 (KJV)

1) God has made you to go beyond Just Enough by making    Rom 8:37(NKJV) 
you More Than a Conqueror, a Super-conqueror  
over every lying challenge in your life. 

2) God wants to give you More Than Enough so you can obtain  2 Cor 9:8(NKJV) 
all the resources of Heaven to prepare for the End Times.
