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    Becoming God’s Champion 
 

A. Anticipation 
1. See it in the Word of God (WOG). 
a) Choose the Scriptures, which are most meaningful to you (e.g., a son of God). 1 John 3:1 
b) Meditate one Scripture day & night until it becomes a part of you; do another. Josh 1:8 

2. See it in your mind. 
a) Memorize the Scripture and visualize the words as you memorize it. (TLB) Eph 4:23-24 
b) Find other Scriptures to support it.      Matt 18:16 

3. See it in your heart. 
a) Visualize yourself acting as the Scripture says you should act. Dream about it. Phil 4:8 
b) As best as you can, live and act on the Scripture as you do in your dreams.  Jam 2:14 

4. See it in your words. 
a) Speak the Scripture in normal conversation as often as you can.   Eph 4:29 

b) Affirm the Scripture. Start small and increase the number as the desire grows. Tit 3:8 
 

B. Saturation 
1. Present your body as a living sacrifice.      Rom 2:1 

a) Obedience is better than sacrifice. Determine right now to obey the WOG. 1 Sam 15:22 

b) Discipline your body to remain in the KOG (i.e., under the anointing) and to  John 1:33 
avoid anything that could lead to sin. Let the Spirit of God remain on you. 

2. Renew your mind to the WOG. 
a) Cast down imaginations & every high thing which exalts against the WOG. 2 Cor 10:5 
b) Study the WOG daily and apply it to yourself and every situation of life. Ps 1:1-3 

3. Be a loving, forgiving person. 
a) Confess your sins frequently.       1 John 1:9 

b) If any interaction decreases your joy, peace or patience, forgive the person.  Mk 11:25-26 
4. Be conformed to His image.        Rom 8:29 

a) In every situation, do what Christ would do because He is our role model. 
b) Be petrified with the Rock of your Salvation.     Eph 3:17 

 

C. Maturation 
1. Be persistent in your authority. 
a) Live by speaking in the Name of Jesus with authority to every challenge. Mark 11:23 

b) Greet every challenge with joy for overcoming it moves you to higher level. Jam 1:2-4 
2. Be led by the Spirit of God. 
a) Base every decision on the WOG or the voice of the Holy Spirit within you. Rom 8:14 
b) Remember always that the Holy Spirit in you guides you into all truth.  John 16:13 

3. Live in dominion. 
a) See yourself living with dominion over all areas of life; act and speak as if it  Eph 1:21,2:6 
is true because it is; so expect everything to be subject to you at all times. 

b) When Jesus returns, you shall be as He is.     1 John 3:2 

4. Be alive and remain. 
a) Remain true to the Gospel, which states that sin, sickness, disease and   Rom 6:11 

accidents have no place in your life because Jesus bore all your sins and  Rom 8:2 

their wages. See it. Declare it. Live it. 

b) If you are alive & believe in Jesus, who is life, you shall never die. Believe it. John 11:26
