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Praying Like a Son 
 

Overview: Through the death and resurrection of Jesus we have been reconciled to God. That 

reconciliation to God is as a Son. We have been made children of God. This new covenant relationship 

gives us rights and privileges that the Old Testament saints had no concept of. We no longer approach 

God as a servant but as a Son. We need to learn to pray as a Son. 

 

A. A Son is A Son 
      1.   A Son knows who he is and what he has. 

 Rom 8:15-17  For ye have not received the spirit of bondage again to fear; but ye have received the 

Spirit of adoption, whereby we cry, Abba, Father. The Spirit itself beareth witness with our spirit, that 

we are the children of God: And if children, then heirs; heirs of God, and joint-heirs with Christ; if so 

be that we suffer with him, that we may be also glorified together.  

2. A Son knows his rights, responsibilities and authority. 

      Eph 1:17-20  That the God of our Lord Jesus Christ, the Father of glory, may give unto you the spirit 

of wisdom and revelation in the knowledge of him: The eyes of your understanding being 

enlightened; that ye may know what is the hope of his calling, and what the riches of the glory of his 

inheritance in the saints, And what is the exceeding greatness of his power to us-ward who believe, 

according to the working of his mighty power, Which he wrought in Christ, when he raised him from 

the dead, and set him at his own right hand in the heavenly places. 

3. A Son is not a servant but a son. 

      Gal 4:1-7  Now I say, That the heir, as long as he is a child, differeth nothing from a servant, though 

he be lord of all; But is under tutors and governors until the time appointed of the father. Even so we, 

when we were children, were in bondage under the elements of the world: But when the fulness of the 

time was come, God sent forth his Son, made of a woman, made under the law, To redeem them that 

were under the law, that we might receive the adoption of sons. And because ye are sons, God hath 

sent forth the Spirit of his Son into your hearts, crying, Abba, Father. Wherefore thou art no more a 

servant, but a son; and if a son, then an heir of God through Christ.  

4. A Son is loved by the Father.    

      1Jn 3:1-3  Behold, what manner of love the Father hath bestowed upon us, that we should be called 

the sons of God: therefore the world knoweth us not, because it knew him not. Beloved, now are we 

the sons of God, and it doth not yet appear what we shall be: but we know that, when he shall appear, 

we shall be like him; for we shall see him as he is. And every man that hath this hope in him purifieth 

himself, even as he is pure.  

5. A Son is growing in maturity to be in unity with the Father. 

      1Jn 2:12-14  I write unto you, little children, because your sins are forgiven you for his name's sake.  

      I write unto you, fathers, because ye have known him that is from the beginning. I write unto you, 

young men, because ye have overcome the wicked one. I write unto you, little children, because ye 

have known the Father. I have written unto you, fathers, because ye have known him that is from the 

beginning. I have written unto you, young men, because ye are strong, and the word of God abideth 

in you, and ye have overcome the wicked one. 

6. A Son is feeding on strong meat to grow in the Word of righteousness. 

      Heb 5:12-14  For when for the time ye ought to be teachers, ye have need that one teach you again 

which be the first principles of the oracles of God; and are become such as have need of milk, and not 

of strong meat. For every one that useth milk is unskilful in the word of righteousness: for he is a 

babe. But strong meat belongeth to them that are of full age, even those who by reason of use have 

their senses exercised to discern both good and evil.  
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B. How Does a Son Pray? 
      1.   With Expectation. 

      Mat 7:9-11 Or what man is there of you, whom if his son ask bread, will he give him a stone?  

      Or if he ask a fish, will he give him a serpent? If ye then, being evil, know how to give good gifts 

unto your children, how much more shall your Father which is in heaven give good things to them 

that ask him?  

      Luk 11:11-13  If a son shall ask bread of any of you that is a father, will he give him a stone? or if he 

ask a fish, will he for a fish give him a serpent?  Or if he shall ask an egg, will he offer him a 

scorpion?  If ye then, being evil, know how to give good gifts unto your children: how much more 

shall your heavenly Father give the Holy Spirit to them that ask him? 

2. With Confidence. 

      1Jn 3:20-22  For if our heart condemn us, God is greater than our heart, and knoweth all things. 

Beloved, if our heart condemn us not, then have we confidence toward God. And whatsoever we ask, 

we receive of him, because we keep his commandments, and do those things that are pleasing in his 

sight.  

      Joh 15:4-8  Abide in me, and I in you. As the branch cannot bear fruit of itself, except it abide in the 

vine; no more can ye, except ye abide in me.  I am the vine, ye are the branches: He that abideth in 

me, and I in him, the same bringeth forth much fruit: for without me ye can do nothing. If a man 

abide not in me, he is cast forth as a branch, and is withered; and men gather them, and cast them into 

the fire, and they are burned.  If ye abide in me, and my words abide in you, ye shall ask what ye will, 

and it shall be done unto you. Herein is my Father glorified, that ye bear much fruit; so shall ye be my 

disciples.  

.     3.   With Authority 

.     Mar 11:23-24  For verily I say unto you, That whosoever shall say unto this mountain, Be thou 

removed, and be thou cast into the sea; and shall not doubt in his heart, but shall believe that those 

things which he saith shall come to pass; he shall have whatsoever he saith. Therefore I say unto you, 

What things soever ye desire, when ye pray, believe that ye receive them, and ye shall have them.  

      Joh 14:12-14  Verily, verily, I say unto you, He that believeth on me, the works that I do shall he do 

also; and greater works than these shall he do; because I go unto my Father. And whatsoever ye shall 

ask in my name, that will I do, that the Father may be glorified in the Son. If ye shall ask any thing in 

my name, I will do it.  

4. In Unity with the Father. 

      Joh 17:20-23  Neither pray I for these alone, but for them also which shall believe on me through 

their word;  That they all may be one; as thou, Father, art in me, and I in thee, that they also may be 

one in us: that the world may believe that thou hast sent me.  And the glory which thou gavest me I 

have given them; that they may be one, even as we are one: I in them, and thou in me, that they may 

be made perfect in one; and that the world may know that thou hast sent me, and hast loved them, as 

thou hast loved me.  

      Joh 8:28-29  Then said Jesus unto them, When ye have lifted up the Son of man, then shall ye know 

that I am he, and that I do nothing of myself; but as my Father hath taught me, I speak these things.  

      And he that sent me is with me: the Father hath not left me alone; for I do always those things that 

please him.  

      Rom 8:14-17  For as many as are led by the Spirit of God, they are the sons of God. For ye have not 

received the spirit of bondage again to fear; but ye have received the Spirit of adoption, whereby we 

cry, Abba, Father. The Spirit itself beareth witness with our spirit, that we are the children of God:  

      And if children, then heirs; heirs of God, and joint-heirs with Christ; if so be that we suffer with him, 

that we may be also glorified together.
