Overview: 2 Tim 3:16-17 says, “All scripture is given by inspiration of God, and is profitable for
doctrine, for reproof, for correction, for instruction in righteousness. That the man of God may be
perfect, thoroughly furnished unto all good works.”

a. Several — G2398 —idios - pertaining to self, that is, one's own; by implication private or

b. Ability — G1411 — dunamis - force (literally or figuratively), specifically, miraculous power.
4. Multiplied the resources as they completely applied themselves. Luke 19:13-26
