A.  Understanding Faith 
1.   Faith is a confident expectation without any doubting in the heart.   Mark 11:23 
2.   Faith is walking by faith not by sight.       2 Cor 5:7 
3. Faith is the leaning of entire human personality on God (no plan B).   Heb 6:12 AMPC 
4.   Faith can be measured in the relationship between faith and fear.       Matt 8:26; Mark 4:40 
5.   Faith can be measured in the relationship between faith and doubt/unbelief.   Matt 17:20; Mark 9:24 

 

B.  Growing in Heart Faith 
      1.   Focus on the Word and cast out the spirits of fear, doubt and unbelief.  Matt 4: 1-11 

 Confess the sins of fear, doubt and unbelief, RRB. 
      2.   Study and meditate on Scriptures about who God is and what He has promised us until they become         

a revelation to you.         Rom 10:17 
      3.   Be a doer of the Word to move it from mental accent to heart faith.   James 1:22 
      4.   Affirm Scriptures to overcome fear, doubt and unbelief. 

 In the name of Jesus, God has not given me a spirit of fear but of power,  
       love and a sound mind.         2 Tim 1:17 

 In the name of Jesus, I do not fear, but only believe.    Mark 5:36 
 In the name of Jesus, I will not fear for my God is with me.   Isa 41:10 
 In the name of Jesus, I ask always in faith, and I never waver, nor doubt. James 1:6 
 In the name of Jesus, I do not have a heart of unbelief, but a heart of faith. Heb 3:12 
 In the name of Jesus, I do not doubt, but have great faith.   Matt 14:31 

      5.   Faith truths: 
 You cannot have faith for what you don’t know God has promised. 
 You can effectively pray to the level of your faith; then grow in your faith and you can grow 

your prayers. Don’t pray too soon.
